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Mythology

Alot of myths were created by
Thessalians, explaining the origin of
the city’s name. The most prevalent
version is the word laas, which means
rock and from which derives the word
people. Another version refers to the
nymph Larissa, who slipped into

the waters of the river Peneus and
drowned while playing with a ball.
According to mythology, Larissa was
the wife of Poseidon and mother of
Achaeos, Phthias and Pelasgos.

But there is, also, another —likely more
popular- version according to which
the city was built by Larissos, son of
Pelasgos, after whom it was named;
so the name is in origin a Pelasgian
word, meaning fortress or citadel.

Archaic Period

During the Archaic period (?th-4th
century BC) Larissa was established
as the most powerful city of
Pelasgiotis and became its capital.



The Thessalians, dominating the
pre-thessalian Pelasgian tribes, split
into four city states, defined by race:
Pelasgiotis, Estiaiotis, Thesaliotis

and Fthiotis, which today are the

areas of Larissa, Trikala, Karditsa

and Farsala. This division was of

purely geographical, economic and
administrative nature.

From Rome to Byzantium

Larissa reached the peak of its
prosperity in the interval between
450-370 BC. The population was around
100,000 inhabitants and a mark of that
thriving period is that the city had a
stadium, an academy of music, many
temples, a big market (agora) and two
theaters. In fact, one of its theaters is
considered to be among the largest
and finest preserved ancient theaters.
Made of white marble and with a
seating capacity of 10,000 people, it
also a sign of the city’s healthy financial
state.

The invasions and the conquest of
the Turks

And while during the years of
Christianity, Larissa was a prosperous
cityand animportant culturaland
religious center -it was a See witha
Cathedral, that of St. Achilles- until
1423 AD it received the raids of Goths,
Bulgarians and Catalans. Since 1423
AD, Larissa came under the Ottoman
domination and Turkish population
settled the area. Amonument of that
period (19th c.) is the Yeni Tzami, which
now houses the Archaeological Museum
of the city today.

The liberation

In 1881 AD, Thessaly was liberated by
the Greek army and incorporated to

the Greek state. It was then that the
contemporary region of Larissa was
formed. Three years later was founded
the “Greek Rural Society”, aiming to
promote the Greek agriculture, the
spread of new crops, the training of
farmers etc. However the regeneration of
the rural world was never accomplished,
instead it was shaken both by second
brief occupation by the Turks [ 1897-
1898) and the incomplete actions of
the Government. The Agrarian question,
however, was stilldominantin the

years after; dynamic rallies and events
organized by rural clubs resisted

the landowners, whose aggressive
reactions towards farmers resulted
inextreme situations, including the
murder of Marinos Antipas and the violent
dissolution of the farmers’ protest in
Kilelerand Larissa (1907-1910A.D).

World Wars

During the First World War (1914-1917
AD] the situation in Thessaly was
particularly difficult, and, inevitably,
it affected in a significant way the
region of Larissa. Agriculture lacked
manpower due to the draft for military
service, while the situation worsened
after the end of the war in Asia Minor.
It would take five years after the

end of the World War Il to achieve

the first tentative steps towards the
rehabilitation of the agricultural sector,
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and it will be accomplished due to the
efforts of Nikolaos Plastiras, who was
of Thessalian origine. During the years
1923-25 Larissa, as a city in need to
create infrastructure, it developed a
new street layout, irrigation system
and electricity; in the meanwhile the
first industrial units were created such
as textile industries, ice factories,
mills, shoe factories and bakeries

and confectioneries. The brake up,
however, of the Second World War,
worsened the situation in a city that
seemed to progress rapidly.

Modern city

After the civil war (1946-49) a new
population began to flow in Larissa
from the surrounding areas in search
of a better life. During this period
many industries were developed.
During the decade 1950-60, and
after catastrophic earthquakes, the
city was rebuilt. During this period
important public buildings were built
up, such as the Municipal Library,
the Museum and the Municipal
Conservatory. By the mid 80’s the city
had already changed dramatically. It
had been transformed into a modern
urban center, having considerable
development in the fields of cultural,
scientific and industrial life. The
Historical & Folklore Museum and the
Municipal Art Gallery “G.I. Katsigras”
are established, as well as the Cultural
Center “Hatzigiannio”, the University
Hospital and the Thessalian Theatre:



the first professional theater in Greece
that made a provincial town its seat
and turned into practice the idea of
cultural decentralization, contributing
to the elevation of great artists,
directors and set designers.

After the discovery of the first

Ancient Theatre, comparable to that

of Epidaurus, Larissa is the only city
-besides Athens- with two ancient
theaters, a testimonial of its great
history.

Today, Larissa is the fourth largest city
in Greece and gives the impression

of a city that never sleeps, a city that
lives in intensive rhythms and is
moving fast, using fully its potential
and prospects.

Climate
In Larissa dominates the continental
climate that is cold in the winter and
hot in the summer.

The main characteristic of the
climate is the wide temperature
range between summer and winter,
exceeding 22 ° C. The average annual
temperature ranges between 16

and 17 ° C. Summer in the city is
extremely hot and there were recorder
temperatures over 45 ° C. The average
annual rainfall in the city is around
779 mm.

Geography

The city of Larissa is built on both
banks of the river Peneus. The city

is surrounded by the mountains
Ossa (1,972 m.) and Mavrovouni
(1,054 m.] in the east; in the north-
east there are the Lower Olympus
Mountain (1,587 m.) and Olympus
(2,918 m.); in the north-west there
is the mount Melouna and in the
north-east the mount Titanos

(693 m.).

Today in the region of Larissa there
is no natural lake, only reservoirs

to serve the irrigation needs of the
Thessalian plain, since the lake Carla
was dried in 1962 in order to combat
epidemics such as malaria and to
create more arable land, which,
however, proved fatal for the area
and affected drastically its climate.
As aresult, today there is an attempt
to partially replenish the lake.

Itis among the most important and
largest theaters. Built in the first half
of the 3rd century B.C. during the
reign of Antigonus Gonatas of Mace-
donia, it was oriented to the ancient
market in the Fortress Hill, where
during the ancient years dominated
the fortified citadel of the city. It was
used for religious events, theatrical
and musical performances, singing
competitions and political events
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related to the uppermost governing
body of the city, the so-called Koinon
of the Thessalians.

According to archaeological evidence
and inscriptions, there was a Temple
of Dionysus nearby. The monument
has the typical structure of the
Hellenistic theater with the three
basic components: koilon (cavea) -
orchestra — skene (stage). During the
Roman period it was converted into
an arena. The First Ancient Theatre is
a magnificent building and it is esti-
mated to have a capacity of at least
10,000 spectators. The excavations
have brought it to light in the mid 90's.
In September 2014 the ancient drama
was heard again in the theater, after
2500 years, as there were presented
chorals from “Electra” by Euripides
under the directorship of Costas
Tsianos and in collaboration with

the Lyceum Club of Greek Women of
Larissa and the choir of the Municipal
Conservatory.

Second Ancient Theatre of Larissa
Itis the theater that replaced the First
Ancient Theater during the Roman
period. The monument was uncovered
in 1978 during the construction of

a building. It has been uncovered
inits entirety since 1985-86 when
archaeologists revealed the scene,
the orchestra, the cavea, the right and
part of the left parodos. Very likely,

it served for specific spiritual needs
of the citizens of Larissa. In 1987 the
tragedy “Antigone” of Sophocles was
performed, followed by performances
of the Municipal and Regional Theatre
of Larissa, such as “The Libation
Bearers” by Aeschylus (1992) and
“Philoctetes” by Sophocles (2004).

The Bezesteni, which holds a
dominant position on the hill of the
ancient citadel, located in the current
location “Fortress Hill".

Diachronic Museum
The treasure of Larissa

The museum is built on the Mezourlo hill, on the southern outskirts of the city, in an area of 54
acres. The arrangement of the permanent exhibition is based on axes of chronological narration,
geographic distribution and special subjects. It is articulated in 11 sections and presents represent-
ative finds of Thessalian culture from Paleolothic Era to the 19th century. The approach of this route
to time and space is succeeded through the notions: society, state, institutions, authorities.

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The Diachronic Museum contains
representative samples of the ancient
civilization of Thessaly, from prehis-
toric to modern times. Among the ex-
hibits there are unique figurines and
pottery from prehistoric settlements
of Thessaly, ancient sculptures and
funerary gifts and mosaics, ecclesias-
tical objects and secular life samples
from throughout the Byzantine and
post-Byzantine period. Simultaneous-
ly, it has a temporary exhibitions’ hall
where in the future will be held from
time to time events

The exhibits come from excavations
carried out during the 20th century
until today in the prefectures of
Larissa, Trikala and Karditsa, from do-
nations or repatriation of antiquities.
In the exhibition are being displayed
in total about 2000 objects. The basic
arrangement of the exhibition is the
Thessalian space over time, the insti-
tutional organization of societies and
the course prior to this organization.

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Section 1: Paleolithic Era

Indicative tools made of flint stone
and quartz of the Upper and Middle
Paleolithic period are presented (from
the first signs of human presence up
until 10000 BC) which were found
during excavations on the surface by
the river bank of Pinios. Along with the
tools are exhibited some fossilized
animal bones, characteristic for this
area 30.000 to 45.000 years ago.
People were hunters and gatherers
living in small groups which were
moving in order to find food.

Clay jars with distinct shapes and
decoration are exhibited, storage pots,
constructions and vessels related

to the “Neolithic kitchen” (fireplace,
cooking gear, millstones etc). Also,
textile gear, tools made of bones and
stone, as well as samples of the first
tools made of bronze, rich collections
of idols of humans and animals, repli-
cas of homes and household objects,
as well as jewels. Finally, burials and
burning funerals give us an idea on

the burial customs of the people in
that era.

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Sections 3 and 4: Bronze Age
and Iron Age

In this room are presented findings

of the Early and Middle Bronze Age,
jars and small items for peoples’ daily
practices, from Argissa and Magoula
Dimitra’s. The megalithic monument
(menhir) from Soufli Magoula is an
emblematic finding of the section, as
far as the ideology level of the Early
Bronze Age is concerned. The late
Bronze Age is identical with the era
widely known as Mycenaean. It is the
era during which most of Thessalian
myths are created, such as the Twelve
Olympians, the adventures of Apollo
with the Thessalian mortals Coronis
and Dafni, the Battle of the Centaurs,
the birth of Asclepius, Neptune and
his trident, Achilles Pelides and the
rest of the leaders who participated

in the campaign against Troia. In the
Iron Age, from the 11th until the 8th
century B.C. took place many tribal
population movements and this period
is represented almost exclusively by
sepulchral findings, since residential
remains (what is left of arch build-
ings) are very few and fragmentary.

This section is represented by Thes-
salian graveyard raised patterns, crea-
tions of local workshops with obvious
influence from the lonian tradition, but
also the so called common “Attic” tra-
dition. Athletic events of horse racing
were conducted in Thessaly from the
5th century B.C. onwards and in that
context are mainly exhibited inscribed
columns, which are a valuable source
of information concerning the types of
athletic competition as well as the par-
ticipation of the population of Thessaly
in such competitions. Another topic
which is addressed in that section is
the life of women. Mirrors, myrrh pots,
compasses and jewelry complete the
picture of affluence, female esthetic
quality but also vanity.

Sections 7 and 8: Hellenistic

and Roman period

The exhibited epigraphs at the
museum shed light onto several
aspects of the tumultuous situation in
Thessaly due to continuous civil war
confrontations between the strongest
of the local classes. The portraits of
the imperial years as well as objects
made of the “green Thessalian stone”
give evidence about life from the 2nd
century B.C. onwards.

There is special allusion to men’s
worship. The Apollonian Trinity (Apollo,
Diana and the mother Leto), the
worship of Asclepius, Venus, Hecate,
Neptune and the so called “eastern
deities”, that are Cybele - the Mother of
Gods, Isis and Sarapes.

The subunit dealing with the presence
of two ancient theaters in Larissa
holds a special place, 1st and 2nd
ancient theatre, which were important
places in the public life of Thessaly in
theatrical activities, musical contests,
venations and duels, but also a place
of assembly for the Public of Thessaly
and a point of reference in the city’s
public life.

The byzantine art in Thessalian
fortress cities and the wider area is
introduced through representative
artworks of architecture, sculpture
and mural paintings in several church
buildings in Larissa, in the Mountain of
the Cells (Oros ton Kellion), the village
Krini of Trikala and several other
places. Finally, the idea we get on the
living standards of Thessaly during the
Byzantine era is completed with the
jewelry exhibition, as well as with the
exhibition of representative samples
of the local glass ceramic art.

Archaeological Museum

Itis housed in a Muslim mosque
called Yeni Tzami, built in the late 19th
century donated by Queen Olga to the
remaining Muslims in the city of Laris-
sa. Itis the newest of the mosques in
the city and the only one that remains
intact. Artifacts are displayed in the
mosque’s hall.

The Museum has a permanent exhibi-
tion, which contains exhibits of Pale-
olithic, Neolithic, Archaic, Classical,
Hellenistic and Roman collections. As
visitors enter the museum, they can
see exhibits of different periods, and
just opposite on the other side of the
hall, there is on display the impressive
Neolithic menhir column. The central
area of the hall is occupied by two
rows of display cases. The inner row
of the display cases contains findings
from the Prehistoric and Archaic
period; most of the exhibits belong

to the prehistoric period and come
from the wider area of Larissa, while
there are also Archaic findings from
an important tombs’ cemetery from
the village Agios Georgios near Larissa.
The outer row of showcases contains
pottery and bronze vases of the
Classical and Hellenistic period, giving
visitors an insight into the skills of the
Thessalian artists.
